As the first European Affairs programme in Sweden (estab-

lished in 1994), we offer a unique combination of courses, 

covering topics such as European governance, EU law, EU 

negotiations, Europe and international political economy, and 

the EU common foreign and security policy. In addition to 

getting a theoretical understanding of the topic, we also enable 

you to bridge theory and practice by taking the opportunity 

to do a 10 or 20-week internship course at an organisation 

of your choice. Students currently enrolled in the programme 

have internships at the European Commission and in various 

organisations involved in consultation efforts and lobbying 

activities in Brussels. 

In addition to being part of a dynamic and international 

student group, you will be taught by teachers who are active 

researchers in their own fields of expertise. They are also high-

ly-trained educators who utilise modern teaching strategies and 

assessment techniques. Many of the teachers have experience 

of working as practitioners with European integration issues.
